The house located at 913 N. W 3rd Street in Abilene, Kansas was built in 1887 by J. W. Felty. This
information is based on the Tax records which show the valuation of Lots 132, 134, 136 and 138 in 1887
was $280 while in 1888 the valuation of Lot 136 and the west 15 feet of Lot 134 was $725. The deed,
dated September 3, 1887, shows J. W. Felty purchased the property from C. H. Lebold.

An article in The Evening Reflector, January 19, 1888, states "Dr. Felty and family yesterday moved into
their new residence on West Third Street. The Doctor's office is now located over the palace drug
store.”

The 1886 Abilene City Directory shows Dr. Felty was a physician and surgeon with his offices and
residence at 35 Buckeye Avenue. There are no directories again until 1906 when R. B. and Sarah F.
Briney are listed as living at 913 NW 3rd Street.

The 1895 Kansas State Census shows J. W, (35), Lizzie (32) and Hazel (6) Felty living in Abilene.

J. W. Felty was a medical doctor receiving his medical training at the Jefferson Medical College in
Philadelphia, PA. At the time of his death in 1933 in Hartford, Connecticut, he was a past pres;ident of
the Hartford Medical Society and was also a member of the Connecticut State Medical Society and the
American College of Surgeons. He had practiced medicine in Abilene for about 17 years before moving
back east. He had practiced for over 30 years retiring just 5 years before his death.

In March 1904, Dr. Felty sold the property to R. B. Briney. It is believed that at this time he moved to
Hartford, Connecticut.

In October 1931 Louise {(now widowed) sold the broperty to B. L. Callahan.

B. L. (Jonah) was mayor of Abilene from 1933 until 1939. He was known as "Abilene's Cowboy Mayor".
For many years he operated a bicycle shop on north Broadway and later owned Callahan's
Confectionery store. He died in 1956.

Rosalyne Tempa Unruh and her husband purchased the property in May 1940 retaining ownership until
1943 when they sold the property to George W. O'Dell. We are unable to find out anything about the
Unruh’s. :

In 1944 George W. O'Dell and wife sold to Iva S. and Ethel Whitworth. Ivan spent his adult life in the
Abilene community where he owned and operated the Whitworth Market on Cedar Street for thirty
years and, following the sale of that business, he was active in raising Shetland ponies and in selling real
estate, maintaining an office at 3™ and Broadway.

In 1950 the Whitworth’s sold to Robert (son of Ivan and Ethel) and Jean Ann Whitworth. Robert
graduated from Abilene High School and was the first “Cowboy Joe”. He worked for the Chamber of
Commerce in Abilene, Ponca City, Salina and Ottawa before moving back to Abilene. He served in WW Ii
in Germany.

In 1953 the property changed hands (back to lvan and Ethel Whitworth, then in 1956 back to Robert
Whitworth and others). Then in 1964 Robert and others sold the property to Charles E. Walton and
others who in 1972 sold the property to William H. Webster and Margaret Zoe. William was an
ordained minister in the Presbyterian Church. He served as a member of the various Synods and
Presbyteries as well as a commissioner to the General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church (USA). He
served in Presbyterian churches in Missouri, Kansas, Wyoming and Idaho, including the First
Presbyterian Church in Abilene.

In 1980 William and Margaret sold the property to Donald K. and Diana M. McBride who retained
ownership until 1992 when they sold the property to Donald M. and Janet S. Hedded. Donald McBride
was a pharmaceutical salesman and Diana was a teacher at the Abilene High School. Donald Hedden
was a repertory therapist.

In 1998 Donald and Janet sold the property to Leonard T. and Judy F. Robinson, who the following year,
1999, sold the property to Gregory and Francoise Monty. Gregory was a pilot in the US Army.

In 2004 Ruth A. McCurry purchased the property. Ruth married Michael S. Estes and in 2012 they sold
the property to David B. and Jennifer A. Dillner, who are the current owners. David is the current
Abilene City Manager.

(Note: The Historic Homes of Abilene book states this house was built by Theo Moser in 1886. No where on any of
the records does Mr. Moser appear. The book referred to, Abilene A Gem, was published as a promotional item
and has several “errors”.)

The house at 913 N.W. Third
has undergone an amazing
transformation since its pur-
chase in 1981 by Donald and
Diana McBride. The house, pic-
tured in the 1887 book Abilene A
Gem, was built in 1886 by Theo
Moser, cashier at the First
National Bank in early Abilene.
The house was “modernized” in
the late 1920s and converted into
apartments in the 1940s. The
McBrides had to reconstruct
much of the interior trim that had
been removed or destroyed dur-
ing the previous remodelings.

The beautiful stained glass in
the entry way had somehow sur-
vived the wrecking bar and is still
intact in its original location. The
staircase trim, banister, newel
post and all of the woodwork in
the entry here had to be
reconstructed, using other homes
from the same period as a guide.
The rosy-rust color scheme and
hardwood floor gives a warm
welcome to this very beautiful
home.

The woodwork in the front
room has also been recon-
structed, using wainscoting and
built-in bookcases to give the
room its new identity as the
MecBride library. French doors
were installed between the
library and living room to
replace the sliding pocket doors
that had been removed. The navy
blue color scheme and lace cur-
tains compliment the natural
woodwork and period fur-
nishings.

The living room fireplace had
been plastered over, neces-
sitating a trip to the Old Theatre
Architectural Salvage in
Westport, Mo.. to look for a
replacement. The rich rust
wallpaper. navy  pin-dot
upholstered fainting couch and

The adjoining dining room,
which has a rust and brown color
scheme, has hardwood floors, a
color co-ordinated oriental rug
and ruffled tie-back curtains. The
adjoining guest bath once served
as the butler’s pantry.

The combination kitchen/fami-
ly room is decorated with crafts

. and collectibles. It has an adjoin-
